The dance comes first, music second.  Your movement idea should inspire your musical accompaniment. You may have text/poetry designed specifically for your dance or work from a specific text and movement basis.
On this page, briefly describe your vision of what your choreography might involve. If you don't know some of the answers yet, please include this and explain why. You might begin by saying; "I see my choreography inspired by…." Or "I am interested in exploring the relationship of…." Here are some possible, different dance inspiration ideas: a lived experience, artwork such as painting or sculpture, auditory (text, poetry, or sounds like the wind, cars honking) other visual stimulus, literature, emotion(s), gesture or Kinesthetic impulse, a concept of movement yet to be explored through improvisation, etc.
