Who is an “International Visiting Student”?:  A student who is enrolled in a university/college degree program outside of Canada and is studying at the University of Alberta for one semester or for one academic year.  Visiting Students will pay international tuition and fees to the University of Alberta.
How to complete the U of A online application form if you are an International Visiting Student:
1. Go to the online application at http://www.registrar.ualberta.ca/ro.cfm?id=211
2. Read all of the information provided- it is important information about how you are assigned a University of Alberta email address and paying the application fee.

3. If you are starting a new application you must create a login name and password.  This allows you to re-visit your application after you have already started it.  

** You must complete your application within 72 hours or it will  

    be erased and you will have to start again.

4. Read and follow the email verification instruction.

5. Any fields that have an * next to them, you must fill out.
6. The application is divided into sections with subsections (A,B,C).  Our tip-sheet follows the same steps you would take when completing the form.  We have highlighted areas where confusion may arise to help you complete the form successfully.

SECTION 1- Personal Information
7. Section 1A- Country of Citizenship
- when you enter your country of citizenship the form will automatically update with a new section ‘Citizenship Status in Canada’.

-If you are applying to study at the U of A for more that 6 months (1 academic year), you need to obtain a study permit.  Indicate in this section that you have applied or will be applying for a permit.

-If you are applying to the U of A for one semester, you do not require a study permit.  In the ‘Other’ field type in “I do not require a study permit to study for less than 6 months”.

8. Section 1B- Unless you have studied in the Province of Alberta before this application, indicate ‘No’ in this section.
9. Section 1C- Complete your correspondence and Emergency Contact information.

         -When you get to Hometown, If your current address is in  

          different city than where you are originally from, please indicate   

          in this section where you are originally from.
SECTION 2- Education

10. Section 2A- International Baccalaureate Program is a worldwide program, please indicate if you have taken IB exams.  Advanced Placement exams are taken only in Canada and the United States, please indicate if you have taken any AP exams.

-Indicate which High School (Secondary School ,Upper Secondary School) you attended and the language of instruction at that school.  If you went to more than one school please include all of them.  If the name of your school does not appear on the drop-down list, select OTHER and manually type in the name of the school.

-You do not need to fill out the ‘High School Applicants’ part at the bottom of Section 2A.

10. Section 2B- Indicate if you have already completed a     

           University degree program.  If you indicate ‘yes’ include where    

           you received your degree from, what type of degree it is (ie.  

           Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor of Science etc.), and when you 
  received the degree.
           -List all colleges and universities you have attended and when   

           you attended them.

           -Indicate if you were ever asked to withdraw from those   

           Institutions.
           -Indicate if you have been to a high school or university where  

           the instruction was primarily in English.  Also indicate any   

           English Language tests or other educational tests you have 

           taken.
**NOTE:  If you are not currently attending a university or college you are not eligible to apply as a Visiting Student under the accepted definition.  Contact studyabroad@international.ualberta.ca if you have questions about your eligibility to apply.

            - Use the comment box provided to indicate that you are 

             “applying through the Study Abroad@ UA Program”
            -Read the conditions of the application and indicate that you   

            agree to the declaration.

SUBMIT AND PAY

Once your application is complete and you are ready to submit the form, click on the SUBMIT and Pay icon.  Your application will not be processed until the application fee is paid.

NOTIFICATION

1. When completing your application you should receive two emails.

-The first is an ‘Email Verification’.  This is sent when you start the application form to validate your email address.               

- The second is a ‘Credit Card Receipt’ email.  This email will normally be sent within a few minutes of submitting your application payment.  
2. The Study Abroad@UA Program will retrieve a list of all new Visiting Students applicants every week and we will send you an email confirmation that we received your application within 10 days of submission.  If you have not received an email from the program advisor after those 10 days, please contact us at studyabroad@international.ualberta.ca .
